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Bela Bartok

He was born in 1881 in Hungary and died in 1945 in New York. A Hungarian composer, he was a modern period
composer, being influenced by the nationalist movement that swept Hungary. His music is influenced by the folk
music of his country, Important compositions include Microkosmos (a set of keyboard pieces), Wooden Prince
(Pantomime ballet), Music for strings, Percussion and Celesta, Duke Bluebeards castle (opera)

Woligang Amadeus Mozart

An Austrian composer, he was bom in 1756 and died in 1791 Also known as & “child prodigy” he wrote his first three
symphonies at the age of 10. He was also called “The Prince of Concertos™, His last work was “The Requiem™ which
was not finished at his death. His works are referred to by their numbers withi e letied K. [mportant compositions
include operas — The Magic F lute, Don Giovanni, The Marriage of Figaro, 41 Symphonies including Jupiter
symphony, String. quertets and Key board Sonatas. He belonged to the classical period.

Johann Sebastian Bach o

He was a German Composer born in 1685 and died in 1750. He came from seven generations of professional
masicians and was bom when music was of great importance in court life. He was a master in pldymg the
Harpsichord, Clavichord, and the Organ, the Key board instruments used in those days. He wrote music in every
known type of his day except Opera and became blind towards the latter part of his life. Important compositions
include 6 Brandenberg Concertos, 48 Preludes & Fugues (also known as “The Well Tempered Clavier’) St. John
pébSlOﬂ St. Mathew passion, Christmas Oratorio, and Mass in B minor, He belonged to the Baroque Period.

Peter llich Tchaikovsky.

He was a Russian Composer born in 1840 and died in 1893. Tchaikovsky’s first success as a composer was with his

operas which numbered eight. Later his orchestral works became popular and he toured the world as a conductor.

Three of his best works are music for ballets — Swan Lake, The Nutcracker suite (In the Nutcracker Suite there is the
dance of the Sugar phum fairy). fmportant works include six Symphonies (Pathetique Symphony, Polish Symphony),
:£12 Overture, three Piano concertos, and one Violin Concerto. He belonged to the Romantic Period.
