Name of activity: Superhero-High

Short description: Students listen to a story about a school for superheroes

Option 1. Worksheet

Preparation:

e Print out one copy of the tapescript below.

e Print out one copy of the 5 flashcards below. (If photocopying is a problem,
you can draw the pictures on the board).

e Make photocopies of worksheet 1 (1 per student) and one per 3 or 4
students for worksheet 2.

e Read the story below until you are familiar with it.

Stage / Time Procedure

(If photocopying is a problem, you can copy the exercise onto the
board)

2. Explain that they have to put the sentences in the order that they
happened in the story.

3. Tell students to try to remember the answer and number the
sentences in the order they happened. The first one has been
done for them.

4. Students could work in pairs.

5. Play the story again and give students time at the end to change
any of their answers.

6. Play/read the story again, this time pausing to check the
answers with the class.
